Traditional four part Vocal Harmony Rules
Things to look for when marking student work. All are considered errors.
· Parallel 5th between the same pair of voices in neighbouring chords – non-chords do not hide 5ths but they can make 5ths
· Parallel 8ve between the same pair of voices in neighbouring chords  – non-chords do not hide 8ves but they can make 8ves
· Exposed 5th – the soprano leaps to a note that makes a 5th with the bass
· Exposed 8ve – The soprano leaps to a note that makes an 8ve with the bass
· Augmented 4th or Diminished 5th leap within one part (notes 4 – #7)
· Augmented 2nd leap within one part (notes 6 to #7)
· Doubled leading note
· Failing to raise the leading note in chord V in a minor key
· Doubled 3rd of a major chord except chord VI (6) in a minor key where this is often the best note to double
· The absence of the 3rd of the chord
· Crossing parts where a lower voice is set higher than the voice above
· Overlapping parts where a voice is given a pitch that is higher than the pitch last given to the part above, OR where a voice is given a pitch that is lower than the pitch last given to the part below.
· Incorrect accent of chords at cadences 
· Diminished triad in other than 1st inversion
· Second inversion chords used in contexts other than passing second inversion sequences or cadential second inversion sequences, Or the dominant chord that is not followed by chord I or VI.
· Vertical chord voicing that is an octave or more between the Tenor and Alto, OR the Alto and Soprano 
· Parts that go outside the range of the voice
